There is a Business Development Committee meeting which is made up of The
Village, Council, the School District, the business, and the Medina County Economic Development
organization to discuss a compensation agreement to make a yearly donation to the School District to
help alleviate some of the taxes that would not otherwise come due to tax abatement. The School District
and the Business Development Committee voted unanimously to send the project forward.
