REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

Location: 120 Royal Crest Drive, Seville, OH 44273
Date: 01/08/2024

The meeting began at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance and a prayer.

PRESENT: Mayor Carter, Leslie Miller (Council Member), Rick Vierheller (Council Member), Brad Demiter (Council

ELECTION OF COUNCIL PRESIDENT: Mrs. Miller made motion to nominate Mrs. Rhoads for Council President. The
motion was seconded and carried. Mrs. Rhoads accepted the nomination for Council President. There were no other
nominations. Mr. Vierheller made a motion to close the nominations, which was seconded and carried. Mr. Eby made a
motion to elect Kathy Rhoads to the position of Council President which was seconded. Roll Call Vote: Eby — Aye, Demiter
— Aye, Rhoads — Abstain, Vierheller — Aye. Motion passes

APPROVALS:

Mr. Eby made a motion to approve paying the bills, motion seconded and carried.

Mrs. Miller made a motion to approve minutes from 12/11/2023 and 12/27/2023 as written, the motion was seconded and
carried.

Mrs. Rhoads made a motion to approve the financial reports ending in 11/30/2023, the motion was seconded and carried.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:

Tim Fox with PNC Bank reviewed a Money Market Fund Sweep Account compared to our current account. Mr. Fox
explained that the funds will be placed in government bonds. Mr. Lesiak questioned the investment vehicle and will
research if it complies with requirements for government money. Mrs. Miller questioned the funds not being FDIC
insured. Mr. Fox offered to send over a link to each fund for review and explained that although FDIC insures up to
$250,000 government entities usually fall outside of that and the money will be invested in government bonds which
historically hasn’t had an issue insuring the funds.

Rich Frommeyer with American Legal Publishing went through a presentation reviewing a background of American
Legal Publishing, what service they provide for codification, gave examples of why codification is used including efficient
government, instant recall of laws which can be used in the Police vehicle. Mr. Frommeyer then reviewed an approximate
timeframe of 4-6 months for a draft to be given to the Village, the Village will then have 1-2 months to review and request
any changes, another 1-3 months to finish. The whole process is usually 12-14 months, the company will do a legal
analysis of ordinances for repetitive nature, compare to state and case laws. The quoted cost is $20,000 initially which can
be broken into installments, 40% to start, 40% when the draft is provided and the remaining 20% on completion. The
anticipated size for the Village is approximately 550 pages. It is available online for $595/year. Going forward annually
there will be a legal review with state law and any changes to the code will be charged at $21 per page. Mr. Lesiak
explained that we already use American Legal Publishing for the general and traffic laws and asked if that is considered for
pricing, but also included that there is a standing ordinance repelling laws that do not follow state law so that would
require its own code. Once the contract is accepted then a 4 page questionnaire is given to the Village to be filled out and
returned with materials needed for the legal analysis. There was a question about what ordinance will be codified, Mr.
Frommeyer explained that only permanent nature ordinances will be codified. Things like contracts and fund transfers do
not go into the code.

Brian Greer, President of BOPA took the podium to present information that job descriptions were noted from the years
1992, 2005, 2007, 2009, 2011 for the BOPA Officer Manager. He also mentioned that there were studies done in previous
years where the wages were found to be less than that other municipalities and thought that information would be
helpful. Mr. Greer questioned if job descriptions will be reviewed for the entire Village or just BOPA, Mayor Carter
confirmed it will be for the entire Village. BOPA currently has Ordinance 2023-74 under review. Mayor Carter mentioned
that she reached out to a few HR companies to get quotes on reviewing the Employee Handbook and job descriptions. So




far, only one quote has come back for $17,000 and it was the same company previously used by the Village. Mr. Greer
agreed that it has been too long since the last review in 2011.
